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This sustainable cities connection project has been organized by the New Mobility Partnerships and 
the Center of Sustainable Transportation of Mexico, in cooperation with the Walk and Bike for Life 
program of Canada.  The objective is to bring a high level planning/policy team from Mexico to visit 
and confer with colleagues in three European cities which are leading the way in sustainable transport 
innovation: London, Copenhagen and Paris over the period 29 July – 5 August 2008. 
 

These three cities have been selected for the outstanding way in which they are combining 
environmental and climate awareness, land use and urban planning, public health, new mobility 
measure and strategies, together with more effective economic measures to create  integrated 
packages of services better fit to deal with the special problems that Mexican and most other cities 
are facing in this very different and very challenging  21st century.  (The brief introduction to the film 
Contested Streets available at  http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=YF4Q2badOng provides 
background clarifying why these three cities were selected for this first cooperative field trip.)  
 

The Paris events combine site visits, seminars and expert exchanges, focusing on the city’s approach 
and accomplishments both in terms of overall strategic planning and policy - but also looking into the 
outstanding accomplishments of the Paris team in terms of specific new mobility services, such as 
public bikes, safe cycling measures, BRT and transit priority, carsharing, livable streets, “green 
quarters”, and public space management.

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For the careful cyclist, Paris is a safe place to get around by bike. 
 
The street system is however highly varied so as you will see the way in which the cyclist is 
protected varies considerably depending on the basic street architecture. You will find physically 
separated cycle paths of several kinds,, shared lanes with buses, painted lanes, counter-sense 
lanes for bikes on one way streets, and in general a well maintained road surface. For the most 
part Paris drivers are learning to share the street with bikes.  But careful on those cobblestones 
and nothing can replace your persona all-the-time vigilance and respect of the rules of the road.  
 
We cycle at our risk, but we keep that  risk acceptably low by our good practice.  Here in Spanish 
are the recommendations of Vélib’.  If you are not  a competent city cyclist, the wearing of a 
helmet is strongly recommended.  
 

- Antes de circular, compruebe el buen estado de los elementos de seguridad: iluminación, 
frenos, ruedas  
- Lleve casco recomendado 
- Respete la norma de prioridad a la derecha  
- Señale con el brazo los cambios de dirección 
- Aumente su visibilidad por la noche (lleve ropa clara y accesorios reflectantes) 
- Circule por la derecha en la calzada (excepto indicación específica) 
- Preste atención a los otros usuarios de la vía pública 
- No cruce por pasos reservados únicamente a los peatones 
- No adelante a vehículos por la derecha (riesgo de ángulo muerto) 
- Circule preferentemente por los carriles para bicicletas 
- No bloquee a los coches aparcados (apertura de las puertas) 
- Circule en fila india cuando sean varios 
- No suba, ni circule por las aceras 
- No transporte pasajeros en la bicicleta 
- No cruce con el semáforo en rojo (respete el código de circulación) 
- No circule por sentidos prohibidos (excepto contrasentido de carril para bicicletas) 
- Para una parada incluso de corta duración, cande la bicicleta a un arco de estacionamiento 
provisto de antirrobo.* 

 
Are we all clear on this? We are your hosts and we have to 
make sure that your stay in Paris is a safe an enjoyable 
once.
